ADB has a major thrust on urban infrastructure projects

$16 B loans, $332 M TA, $179 M Grant provided to Urban
Infrastructure projects in the past 40 years

Most of these loan programs are comprehensive which cover
many facets of the urban infrastructure development of
state/province

These include projects that involve GHG mitigation. For
example, Rajasthan Urban Sector Development Investment
Program involves Municipal Solid Waste management
component of which the treatment through composting is
eligible under CDM.

Rajasthan composting PoA

Under the solid waste management component of Rajasthan
Urban Sector Development Investment Program

Aerobic composting is the viable option for waste treatment for
small towns and cities of the state

Each project (~75 TPD of MSW) is small and not viable as
small scale CDM project

Projects in more thanl7 cities will come up over a long time
horizon, hence PoA has been chosen as the model with LSGD
as the coordinating agency

Will help in meeting the goal of GOI and the state government of
safe management of MSW

Assist the government in meeting requirements of the MSW
(Management & Handling) Rules 2000 of the GOI
